Shasta Koi and Water Garden Club 
Minutes for Meeting, March 20, 2010 

 
The Shasta Koi and Water Garden Club March meeting was held at the home of Tommy and Laurie Turner.  The Turn-

ers have created a little oasis in a small area in their back yard.  The fish all have names, some of which many will recog-
nize, like George and Gracie.  All seem happy.  

 

Club president Eda Eggeman called the meeting to order at 10:15 AM.  Tom Tranbarger read the minutes and Connie 
Salazar gave the treasurerõs report.  Treasury balance on March 1 was $3,906.77.  Connie also reported that 4 tank cov-
ers were purchased at a total cost of $290.90.  She admitted that she had òno ideaó if they fit.   Shade canopies are on 

back order. 

 

Eda informed the group that Marilyn and Terry Swanson are storing the clubõs equipment at their home.  The Swan-
sonõs have compiled a list of the equipment.  Since this equipment is for member use, Eda suggested this list be posted on 
the club website.  Terry Swanson reminded the group that, as per board decision, 3 of the soft-sided show tanks are for 

sale.  
  
Renee Ottsman reported that 12 club members traveled to Black Butte Koi in Orland on March 6.  Another dealer tour 

will be scheduled for sometime in November.  Destination will be Sacramento Koi in Rocklin and another dealer TBA. 

 

Under new business, club members discussed the best way to deal with members and nonmembers who have fish to sell 
or just give away.  For now, the following guidelines will be used:  Members having fish to sell or give away may contact 
newsletter editor, Jill Rose, who will place the notice in the next newsletter. Members may also contact Webmaster 

Cherie Kain who will place the notice on the club website.  Nonmembers may use the club website to post notices about 
fish for sale.  Concern was expressed about club liability for unhealthy fish being sold via the website. 

 

The program was given by past club president and 2009 Koi Person of the Year Cherie Kain.  Cherie showed slides from 
recent club activities including:  1) the dealer tour and ZNA KOI Show in San Jose, 2) the dealer tour to Sacramento 

Koi and Koi Enterprise, 3) the dealer tour to Black Butte Koi, and 4) the 2009 Christmas Party.  According to Cherie, 
the San Jose and Sacramento dealers import fish from Japan.  These fish are good to very high quality and the dealers 
mentioned quarantine and are careful about selling only healthy fish.  Cherieõs pictures showed beautiful fish and gave 

members who have never visited a dealership a good idea of how fish are displayed and how 
one goes about selecting and buying koi.  Good job, Cherie.

would prefer.  The varieties offered are:  Kohaku, Sanke, Showa, Goromo, or Go-
shiki.  The cost is $250 per tosai or $500 per nisai.   

 
The pond is located just north of Sacramento.  This cost includes the mud pond 
fee (normally about $300 per season).  The ponds are fenced with orange con-
struction safety fencing and over strung with heavy fishing line to prevent air at-
tacks.  The fish are normally put into the pond in late April early May.  The har-
vest is the weekend of October 2nd and 3rd this year.  This event is pretty much a 
two day festival/party.  Bar-B-Que for lunch, breakfast with other participants at 
a local restaurant, and whatever evening get togethers wind up being ar-
ranged.  The Bar-B-Que has been no cost in the past.  The hotel where most stay 
is located in Lincoln.  The actual site is off of I-5 on Hwy 99/70, then on a country
