Directions: 

From Redding and North, exit I-5 (exit 675) and turn left onto S. Bonnyview. Travel west to 6th light 

and turn left onto 273 . Turn right at 3rd light onto Canyon Road (just across the Clear Creek bridge). 

Follow Canyon Road 2.5 miles to Hawthorne. Turn right and go 3 miles to the end of Hawthorne. Turn 

left at the end of Hawthorne onto Oak Street and continue south on Oak 1.1 miles to 6043. There is a 

large green mailbox on a slanted post, and an electrically operated chain link gate. The gate will be open. 

(6.5 miles from 273 to 6043) 

 

From South ï Exit I-5 onto 273 at first Anderson exit (exit 667). At the 4th light, turn left onto South 

Street which will become Olinda Road. Drive west on Olinda about 6 miles to the Stop sign at Happy 

Valley Road. Turn right onto Happy Valley, go about a half-mile and turn left onto Palm Avenue, by the 

school. After a couple of miles, Palm will bend around to the right and become Oak Street. From the 

bend, follow Oak about half a mile to 6043. There is a large green mailbox on a slanted post, and an 

electrically operated chain link gate. The gate will be open. (10 miles from 273 to 6043) 

 

Important: Park on the side of the Street or on the dirt road (Monterey Way) at the south corner 

of Tammyôs place!
