Goshiki

Goshiki are said to have been crossbred between Asagi and Taisho Sanshoku -- not yet an
established theory, however. They also form a very tasteful variety of Nishikigoi. Goshiki

used to be included in the Kawarimono group. However, with recent production of fairly ex-
cellent Goshiki, they are now being treated as an independent variety at Nishikigoi shows.

Their red markings are similar in patterns to Kohaku, but may not be taken as seriously.
Some scales of Asagi may also appear in the red markings. The meshes appearing only on the
white ground will, on the other hand, contrast strikingly with mesh less Hi.

These are very beautiful with only a red area on their heads and the body in the mesh
markings.

Water Lilies

Hardy water lilies can remain in the pond year round. The lily will die off in the winter time and
produce new leaves and flowers in the spring. The hardy lily generally flowers from May through
September. Flowers come in a variety of colors, opening in the early morning and closing in the
late afternoon. Some hardy water lily flowers change color shades over the life of the bloom

Water lilies grow completely within water, with their blossoms flourishing on top of or above the wa-
terds surface. They typically grow to suit the s
their leaves across the surface of the water and filling it with color.

Water lilies require a lot of sun to grow properly. In frost-free regions, they bloom all year. In cooler
regions, they bloom during the summer and often into the fall. Throughout their growing season,
they constantly generate leaf growth. These leaves live up to three or four weeks at the peek of the
season.

The most striking feature of water lilies is the incredible amount of variation found among the differ-

ent plants. From their shape and size, their color and fragrance, or their blooming patterns and

growing periods, there is a water lily for every preference and every pond.

Water lilies range notably in size --i from miniature flowers with small leaves to giant plants that

spread over 25 square feet. They come in a variety of shapes i star shaped, cup shaped, pointed

or fluffy, though thatodés certainly not all. The
The colors are just as varied, ranging from yellow, pink, red, white, purple, blue and orange. Sev-

eral types of lilies are incredibly fragrant, as well.
