The meeting was held at the home of John and Erlinda Laubin in Lake California. 
The Laubinôs also provided an assortment of delicious refreshments for all to en-
joy. John updated members on changes to his pond since he and Erlinda last 
hosted our monthly meeting in August 2009. The Laubinôs 3000 gallon pond is 
home to fifteen Koi and a couple of little gold fish. John replaced his old filter 
with an Oase filter, which uses sponges to filter the pond water. The filter also 
has an indicator that tells him when it is time to flush out the filter. The Laubinôs 
pond is rectangular in shape and shaded by a wooden pergola.  

  

The treasurerôs report was given by Connie Salazar and our bank balance as of 
May 31, 2010 is $3,350.46.  
  

Renee Ottsman gave an update on the Dealer Tour scheduled for this fall. Renee 
visited Sacramento Koi in Rocklin, California and learned that they will be moving 
to a new location on July 1 st.  The owners reported that they are expecting new 
koi the third or fourth week of October, and will be ready for sale after they have 
been quarantined for three to four weeks.   Renee also attempted to visit Placer 
Ponds, but was unable to obtain a response from anyone at the facility and re-
ported that the facility appears to have gone out of business.   Renee will inform 
members when the koi have completed their quarantine period and are ready for 
sale. Hopefully, the date will not conflict with the Koi Clubôs November meeting 
or Thanksgiving weekend. 
  

Eda reminded members that elections for new officers will take place toward the 
end of the year. She invited any members that would like to become a member 
of the board to contact her.  
  

For our program, Eda put together a slide show, with Jill Rose assisting as com-
puter technician, on last yearôs Pond Tour.
