I would like to thank those of you who have donated information for this series of articles. I am still 

looking for more. This recipe came from one that Cherie had used and I missed the meeting! So just a 

reminder that this is a bulk recipe. 
 

Now that the weather is trying to heat up, and our koi are coming out of hiding (I saw some yesterday!!) 

and looking for food, we want to fill their bellies. Well, you should wait until it is really warm enough, 

then along with your well balanced dry koi food, you can also give them some treats to enhance their 

diet.  Below is a reminder of when to feed and a nice recipe that we can make in bulk and keep frozen 

until needed.  ***************************************************************************  

Here are some recommendations.   

Below 50 degrees -  -  -  Do not feed !!  

50 to 60 degrees -  -  -  2-4 times a week  

60 -85 degrees -  -  -  2-4 times daily  

Above 85 degrees -  -  -  Do not feed !!  

Koi  will eat both animal and vegetable matter which makes them omnivorous. They do not have 

stomachs but they can eat a large amount of food at one time. You really can't over feed a Koi but 

you can over feed your filter so feeding many small amounts during the day is best for your Koi 

and your bio - filter . Another reason to feed many tames a day with small amounts is that it will 

help you Koi grow faster and larger then feed only 1 or 2 large amounts per day.  

If you aren't able or around the pond all day to feed them 6 or 8 times in a day you might want to 

look into an automatic Koi pond feeder  or demand type Koi pond feeder.

Dr. Art Lembke's Bulk Cubed Koi Food Recipe  

 

·  10 oz frozen collard greens  
·  10 oz frozen peas and carrots  

·  5 oz imitation crab meat  
·  1/2 cup chopped green pepper  

·  3 tbsp wheat germ  
·   3 cups water for puree  

·  6 pkts Knox unflavored gelatin  
·  3 cups boiling water  

****Mixing Directions ****  

Combine  first 6 ingredients in blender to puree {may need to do 1/2 at a time}. Place puree in large 

bowl. In separate bowl dissolve gelatin in boiling water and stir. Combine gelatin with puree mixture and 

stir. Pour mixture into small ice cube trays that have been sprayed with Pam. Recipe makes about 12 

trays. Place in freezer with waxed paper between trays if stacking them to prevent sticking. Feed frozen
