Koi of the Month  

Chagoi 

 
If you want a fish with personality, look no further than the basic 
Chagoi. Youõll discover this pet is probably more intelligent than 
other koi in your pond too. It is almost universally agreed to be 
the friendliest of the koi classifications because it is the most ag-
gressive at feeding time and almost always the first fish to be-
come hand-tame. For this reason, the Chagoi is sometimes pur-
chased solely for the purposes of taming the rest of a group, and 
not for its color. Once one fish starts eating from your hand, itõs 
not hard to bring the rest about.  
The Chagoi is basically a brown koi, however a brown koi is not 
necessarily a Chagoi. Within that distinction, there are levels of 
quality and the discovery of valuable traits. If the basic Chagoi is 
a brown koi, what about the different shades of brown? Letõs dis-
cuss these and the other traits that make a ògoodó Chagoi. 

There are two patterns of Chagoi ð òwith fukurinó and òwithout 

fukurin.ó Fukurin (fooõ-kure-in) is when each scale is highlighted 

with a black edging, giving the fish a òfishnetó pattern over the 

brown coloration. This may be missing in scaleless Chagois and in 

some of the Chagoi colors. Personal preference will dictate 

which style you desire.  

Chagoi can also occur in a ginrin (jinõ-rin or geenõ-leen) scala-

tion. This occurs when proteins inside the scale (under the epi-

dermis) are thrown up in folds, refracting light and giving the 

scales a diamond shimmer. Thereõs nothing quite as nice as a 

Rootbeer Chagoi with ginrin in its scales. Ahhhh!  

The color of the Chagoi can vary and listed here are a few of the more popular options.  

Rootbeer Chagoi ð Thereõs probably a fancy name for this color but itõs more fun to call them 

Rootbeer Chagoi. These Chagoi are brown, but itõs an intense, reddish-brown. Rootbeer Chagoi 

are available with and without fukurin.  The Green Chagoi tend to be the friendliest.  Brown 

Chagoi usually have fukurin in It to define it from a common carp.  There are also the rare Chagoi -

Utsuri or Cha-Utsuri- If you find either of these you should buy them on sight.  You will rarely ever 

see these and regret goes a long way.

Plant of the Month  

Papyrus 

 
Papyrus sends out sprays of leaves that jut out from the stems like a fireworks display. The leafy clusters may form plantlets that you 
can separate and grown individually. Grow papyrus in a weighted pot so that the stems rise above the water surface in a pond, or 
grow it in moist soil at water's edge. 
 

Light: Sun, Part Sun  
Zones: 9-11  
Plant Type: Water/Bog Plant  
Plant Height: 3-6 feet tall  
Plant Width: 2-4 feet wide  
Landscape Uses: Containers, Beds & Borders  
Special Features: Attractive Foliage, Easy to Grow 

 

Common Variety - 
The Dwarf Papyrus, also known as the Dwarf Egyptian Papyrus is an excellent marshy plant in small pools or when kept 
as a houseplant. It is the dwarf variety of the Giant Papyrus, and has strong stems reaching up to 30 inches tall with 
tufted umbrella-like foliage on the end. The tufts are yellow-green and turn a rich bronze in late summer.  
Dwarf Papyrus make excellent deck and patio accents when planted in tubs or kettles and set in full sun to partial shade. 
They have very high moisture needs, so be sure to keep the appropriate amount of water in the pot. Dwarf Papyrus pre-
fers a water depth of 1 to 4 inches over their crowns. They can be invasive if planted directly at the pond edge; they are 
controllable by placing them in 2-gallon containers before placing them in the water. Spreads 12".  
When a stem bends over and touches the water, it will create new plantlets. If you want to speed up this process, cut off 
flower heads and float them upside down in water. Zones 9-11.  
 

Other varieties:  

King Tut - zone 9-11/ 18-24ó tall/ 0-4ó below water 

Egyptian- zone 9-11/ 120-180ó tall/ 0-4ó below water 



 

  

Catching and Transporting Koi  by AKCA 
  

Use a Koi Net.  Other nets have larger holes in the netting. This may make it easier to move the net through 

the water, but Koi gills can get damaged in the holes, their scales can be dislodged and the slime coat can be 

rubbed off. 

  

Have everything ready by the pond: 

 Nets   Bags   Boxes 

 Rubber bands  O2   Dolly 

 Medications  towels   floater or tub 

  

Use two people if at all possible.  Remove all jewelry, even waterproof watches. You will get wet, dress ac-

cordingly. 

  

If transporting - prepare ñdoubleò bags.  Have rubber bands readily available ï on your wrist or in your pocket.  

Determine which person will bag the fish and which person will be the main catcher. Place the bags/boxes/O2 

near the bagger person. 

  

Move the net slowly toward the fish. Anticipate his moves.  Scoop up the fish.  Do not squish the fish between 

the net and the side of the pond. 

  

Do not remove the net with the fish all the way out of the water.  Partially submerge the tub/floater. Tip the net 

so that the fish swims into the tub/floater.  Remove some of the water from the tub so that the fish is only ½ 

covered by water, more water will allow smaller fish to jump out of the tub. 

  

If transporting - put a small amount of water in the double bag. Using the bag, scoop up the fish from the tub. 

Now that the fish is in the bag, you may need to add more water to the bag. Only cover the fish ½ way up the 

body. Remember that water weights 8.4 lbs per gallon, so 5 gallons is 42 lbs.   

  

Place the bagged fish in the box, laying the bag on its side.  Add, tranquil, Amquel and Nova Auqa to help 

keep the fish calm and the water good. Straighten the bags to remove wrinkles that could possibly trap a fish or 

air. Flatten the bag to squeeze out the air.  Peel back the open end of the outer bag and then grasp the inner 

bagôs opening.  Insert the O2 nipple and fill.  Twist the inner bag closed and secure with two rubber bands.  

Then twist the outer bagôs opening and secure with a rubber band.  If the weather is really hot, you might want 

to add an ice pack. 

  

Close the box.  If you cannot get the box totally closed, be sure to cover the box with a towel.  Koi travel better 

in the dark. 

  

Move the boxes of koi to your vehicle. Load the fish so that the box is perpendicular with the movement of the 

car.  

  

Do not leave the fish in the car any longer than you have to.  Although koi can travel this way for almost 48 

hours, it is stressful and the water quality is degrading. 

  

Remember; do not leave the car in the sun with the fish inside. 

  



 
 

Some basic steps you should  follow when introducing new Koi fish or Goldfish to

    When making your purchase make sure the retailer puts enough CO2 in the bag with the fish. Let 
them know how long your trip will be and add two hours to it. 

 
    Never release new Koi into your pond upon reaching home. 

 
    For at least an hour, float the bag of Koi in the pond, taking care to cover the bag with wet newspa-

per if the weather is sunny and hot. 
 

    Add pond water gradually into the plastic bag with Koi for about fifteen minutes then release gently 
into pond. 

 
    If you already have fish in your pond it is best to quarantine any newcomers in a separate tank with 

a salt bath  in case of any ailments. 

    To introduce a new fish during a green water period, extreme care must be taken to acclimate the 
condition of the water and those in the plastic bag gradually taking at least half an hour for the proc-

ess. 
 

    You may find the fish will hide and not eat any food for a couple of days. Not to worry, they will 
soon come out of hiding when they are hungry and feel comfortable enough to join the rest of the 

pond population.

Building our pond      by Jill Rose 

Having this be my second large scale pond, 22x15x4, I would think it would get simpler. But Noooo. 

As any ponder knows, even if it is not bigger it still WILL be better. Better filtration, a skimmer, a bottom 

drain, thicker liner, a bigger waterfall, and finally Steps to get in and out of the sucker. After numerous 

hours of Internet reading, magazine reading and book reading, I still did not have a clear cut answer. I 

did get some great ideas and tips. But it is still fun to design it. 

As luck would have it, a neighbor up the hill from us has a full size backhoe. Thank my stars!!! Our dirt is 

hard clay and no fun to dig even a few inches in. So he dug it out and sloped it for us for the drain. We 

went with a retro-drain that looks like a big turtle and sits at the bottom of the pond. The piping is to go 

through the liner about a foot from the top of the waterline. This way if there is a leak I donõt have to 

drain the whole pond. :)  

He pushed the loose dirt around the pond and flattened it, even pulled out his laser level to check heights 

of the edging. he also piled a lot of loose dirt to one side for the spot for the waterfall. He is now my 

Hero! Oh did I mention that he happened to be clearing out an area for a new garage and was going to 

dump all of the rock and boulders away. Asked if we wanted any. I had the good grace not to say, òDo I 

look stupid to you?ó and just ended with, òWould love as many as you wish to part with.ó He has 

brought 4 loads over already with some nice size boulders in them. 

Hopefully in a week or two we will be putting in the underlayment and liner!!!!!!! I have 12 inch sq by 1 

inch pavers to use to hold the liner in place. The liner goes down, place a paver on it, wrap the liner up 

and over back toward the pond and before it gets to the edge, place the second paver on that. The walk-

way will go over all of that. 

After that will be pouring the cement walkway around the pond. I bought a stepping stone pathway mold 

at Lowes and some just add water cement and will make it about 4 feet wide. 

I am sooooo excited!
