So the diagnosis was cloud eye (bacterial infection) for the Chagoi. His whole eye is covered in this
creamy film. No one in the club has ever had this problem, so we are kind of starting with one treatment
and seeing how it goes. We quickly set up an emergency tank and added the pond water. We easily
caught Walter because he candt see J and transferr
trying to catch the two little ones! We have to add one ounce (2 tsp per 50 gallons) of Melafix to the pond
daily for at least 710 days. We are adding 3 pounds salt daily for the next three days to help with healing
and treating the white spots on the two little fish. We have to treat the large pond with salt (1 pound per
100 gallons everyday for three days) and check daily to make sure everyone else is fine. We have to do
our routine water changes and feed all the koi medicated food for the next two weeks. So that is the treat-
ment plan and because no one has had this problem yet, we are going to chart the iliness and treatments
so we can share the info with the club in case this ever happens to anyone else. So look for update in next
mont hds newsl etter!

Well just days before this mess happened, | had replanted the lily ponds for this year. | was able to divide

my water lilies and be able to keep 12 of them for myself and | transplanted 10 into temporary cups to give
away at this monthds meeting. I of course saved or
tell you that most of my water lilies are in the pink/red range. So | am excited to be able to share the

beauty of my lilies with others. All of them got their first fertilizing and all of them are all lifted so they

are only about four inches under the water to give them that great jump start on the growing season. The

May Koi of the Month

Asagi

The Asagi koi is one of the oldest varieties of koi and has provided the basis for many subsequent
varieties. Its back is covered in a net-like reticulated scale pattern of indigo, navy blue or pale blue. The
light blue head should be clear and unblemished. The base of the pectoral fins, tail fin, stomach and gill
plates is a deep orange or red color.

The scales on the back have whitish base and thus collectively give an appearance of meshes of a
net.

The important viewing points are conspicuously vivid appearance of the meshes and light blue,
spotless head region. However, as they age, black spots often appear in the head region and Hi (red) on
the belly tend to climb up reaching as far as the back.

| think these are one of the more stunning koi varieties. | have only ever seen one of these in real
life and it was a beauty at Champion in San Jose.
