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Shasta Koi and Water Garden Club - Koi of the Year Contest 
  
During the Sept. 18, 2010 meeting, Shasta Koi Club members will judge a "koi of the 
year 2010" competition.  Everyone at the meeting will be given a ballot to indicate first, 
second and third, as well as ugliest fish.  Photo entries will be posted just prior to the 
start of the meeting. 
  
Entry info: 
1.   Entries will be by photograph only (don't bring any live fish!) 
2.   No more than three entries per owner for Koi of  the Year and one  entry for ugli-
est. 
3.   Each photo is to be 5x7ò in size on photo paper. 
4.   If at all possible use a polarizer lens filter. 
5.   Best result is to have no glare on the water as it makes a big difference when ob-
serving details of the fish. 
6.   Info only:  "Koi Photography" by Steve Childers in KOI USA magazine (Nov/Dec 
2009) can be referenced by camera enthusiasts who are interested. This article will be 
made available at the August meeting. 
  
How and when to enter: 
1.   Photo entries can be submitted at the August meeting and at any time before the 
start of the Sept 18 meeting.  (See Renee Ottsman) 
2.   A code number, corresponding to each owner, will be written on the back of each 
photo entry. This info will be kept confidential until the winners are selected. 
  
Judging and awards: 
1.   All judging will be final at the meeting. 
2.   There will be cash awards for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place for Koi of the Year. 
3.   The ugliest fish will receive the coveted "Ugly Fish Trophy." which they will keep 
for one year until a new ñwinnerò is awarded. 
4.   The winning fish's photograph will be submitted to KOI USA magazine to repre-
sent our club in this year's national Koi-of-the-Year competition.
